I have just a few short words about some directives that
I'm sure all of you have already heard about or read
about.

The first is uniforms; please review the uniform chapter
10 of the Auxiliary Manual (M16790.1F) to ensure that
you are wearing the proper uniform in its entirety. We
are a uniformed organization and as such we should be
wearing the uniform correctly. This year you will be
advised if you are not in compliance with the guidelines
and your flotilla commander will also be put on record.
It's not difficult just read the manual and follow the
guidelines.

The second item is our public education initiative. There
was a meeting at the NJSP headquarters on 15
December where the marine division laid out the new
procedures they will be putting in place for the Auxiliary
boating safety classes. Although all the rules have not
been finalized, it has been established that instructors
will be required to be cleared by the NJSP, provide a
passport photo for and id card and provide that state
with a maritime resume. We are not sure how that last
requirement will be fulfilled when it comes to the
Auxiliary, it may be boat crew or coxswain qualifications
or other maritime experience will be acceptable. We will
keep you advised as we get more information on the
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new rules. The second part of their new initiative is that
we will be entering the class data into the state police
database directly which should speed up the process of
card issuance and clear their processing backlog.

The third item | have is the AOT which is scheduled for
19 Jan at Southern Regional High School. All
appointed officers should attend this training.
There will be discussions describing your role and what
is expected of you as an elected officer including
reporting. At last month’s division there was an
extensive conversation on reporting at flotilla meetings
or the lack thereof.
